Offsetting is a last
resort to mitigate the remaining residual impact.

“Subsidiaries” means Companies that CPF directly or indirectly holds more than
50% of their shares and has control over their operations.
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CPF is determined to work towards achieving the Sustainable Development Goals
as a commitment to improve environmental practices, maintain natural resource
efficiency, and achieve sustainable economic, social and environmental progress.

() to have a positive effect or outcome on biodiversity relative by 2030

(i) to achieve zero deforestation by 2025 for corn, soy, palm oil, and cassava.
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This commitment covers CPF’s supply chain, which comprises of the CPF’s owned
operations, its subsidiaries and suppliers. The suppliers referred to the tier 1
suppliers and non-tier 1 suppliers who supply raw agricultural commodities of

corn, soy, palm oil, cassava, and fishmeal.

CPF’s own operations include Feed Business covering CPF’s feed stock operations,
Farm Business covering CPF’s livestock and aquaculture farms and Food Business
covering CPF’s food production facilities and food retail outlets.
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Avoid operating in areas of important biodiversity where feasible. Such
areas include: UNESCO World Heritage Sites; wetlands listed in the
Ramsar list of sites; UNESCO Man and the Biosphere (MAB) reserves; Key
Biodiversity Areas; Alliance for Zero Extinction (AZE) sites; and IUCN
